Teach about Abu Bakr’s life as a group.  You 
could read from a book, or ask an older child 
to read to the group.  Stop regularly to 
explain vocabulary and check understanding.

Abu Bakr was born in Makkah two years after the 
birth of the Prophet.   
 

He belonged to the Quraysh 
tribe.  They were in charge of 
taking care of the kaba and 

the people  who came to visit it.  
Before entering Islam, Abu Bakr was 
well known for his excellent manners, 
knowledge and wisdom.

Sent expeditions to

next caliph

His Important Events

 

Abu Bakr was born in Makkah two years after 
the birth of the Prophet.   
 

He belonged to the clan of Banu Taim, a branch 
from the Quraysh tribe. In pre-Islamic times this 

clan was in charge of an important job.  When 
someone was killed, money was 

paid to their family called blood money.  
Abu Bakr’s father was in charge of 
making decisions about the blood money.
