It is from the sunnah to make tasbeeh
(say ‘Subhaanallah’ how perfect Allah is!)
at a verse of tasbeeh.

We know this from a hadith narrated by
Hudahaifah that describes the Prophet’s
night prayer. It shows how He responded
to the Qur'an when he recited it.

SEEK REFUGE AND ASK

FOR MERCY

From the same hadith we know that the
Prophet (i) used to ask Allah when he
recited verses that mentioned asking Allah
and sought protection when he read verses
about Allah’s protection.

“...When he recited the verses which tell
(how the Lord) is to be begged. he (the
Holy Prophet) would then beg (from
Him). and when he recited the verses
dealing with protection from the Lord,
he sought (His) protection...”

Sahih Muslim 772
